Luing is situated on the Firth of Lorne in the heart of the Scottish West Highlands, 18 miles south of Oban, and is easily

reached by a fast and regular car ferry across the Cuan Sound (journey time 3 minutes).

The island is 7 miles long and 2 miles wide and although having a population of around 200, the conservation village of
Cullipool is a quiet and restful spot to enjoy a holiday. There is an excellent village store, post office and play park for kids.
The two iron -age forts and the ancient chapel are well worth visiting. The village of Toberonochy is located 5 miles away
on the sheltered south east-side and is a pleasant 40 minute stroll from Cullipool through an ancient landscape little changed
in the past century. The unique breed of cattle are famous for their fine quality and gentle nature and are exported all over
the world.

Luing is a tranquil spot and provides opportunities for hill and coastal walking, sea-fishing, wind-surfing, cycling, boat trips

to the neighbouring islands and generally having a relaxing time. The wild-life is abundant and the sea views magnificent!
